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PROJECT #1 

AMBULATORY CARE CENTER 

FINAL DESIGN DUE:  MONDAY, MAY 02, 2005
Your architectural firm has been selected to design a major out-patient health care facility.  The project will be built in two phases:  Project #1) ambulatory care center and Project #2) medical office building.  This facility is based on a space program developed by Cannon Design, to be distributed separately.  Note that an outdoor and/or or indoor healing garden must be added to this program.

REVIEW #1 - MON 1/31:  A site analysis. 1- 4   20” x 20” (or 24” x 24”) exhibit boards, documented in Power-Point on CD, and 2 class site models, one at 1/8” and the other at 1/16” to show the surrounding blocks.  Carefully study the site and analyze all appropriate information about the surrounding context.  Here are some key questions to consider, but feel free to add more:  What does the city allow here?  How can your building relate to others nearby?  What are the architectural styles of neighboring buildings, and how can yours best fit in?  How does pedestrian and vehicular traffic flow?  What are the prevailing weather and wind patterns?  Given this, where should the entry(ies) be best located?  How can your building enhance the character of the city, and help this area come back to life?

REVIEW #2A -  MON 2/14:  A user-needs research board presentation showing key findings from a local or nearby precedent case study. 1-4  20” x 20” (or 24” x 24”) exhibit boards, documented in Power-Point on CD.  Graphics and text should be used to illustrate key research findings.  Highlight the 3 most important research findings prominently on your board.   Then list 3-5 key design recommendations..   Provide detailed plans, drawings, and photographs of each of these buildings.  In an annotated plan, point out which features work well (indicate with a + sign) and which do not (indicate with a – sign) and based on this information, what the needs are in a new building. Indicate clearly the name and address of the facility you visited, the date of your visit and the name and job title of the person with whom you met.  For some excellent examples, see  prior student work on Professor Anthony’s course websites as well as evaluations of 3 health clubs—Mettler Center, New City YMCA, and Decatur YMCA-- posted outside her office door, 412 Architecture. 

In order to complete this assignment, schedule an appointment for your entire team to visit a facility that can serve as a precedent for your ambulatory care center.  It can be located here in Champaign-Urbana, one of our nearby cities (Bloomington, Charleston/Mattoon, Decatur, Peoria) or  better yet—where you are likely to see more state-of-the-art projects,  in Indianapolis, Chicagoland, or St. Louis.    Arrange for a guided tour by a building manager--must be someone in charge who knows the space extremely well--addressing the positive and negative aspects of the design of this fitness center.  Ask the manager if you are permitted to take photos—however be sure not to photograph any patients.  Strict privacy acts prohibit this.    Ask the following questions during your tour, both 1) for the building as a whole and 2) for specific spaces within it:   

· What works well here?  

· What does not work well here?  

· If you could design this building (or space) all over again, what would you do differently? 

Collect any brochures and visual documentation you can about each facility, including, if possible a floor plan.  If you can not obtain a plan, sketch a rough plan.  While there, observe and document as many physical traces as you can.

Note:  Scheduling this visit takes time and coordination with the staff at your selected facility.  Be sure to start on this immediately!  Also be sure to  review your suggested precedent case study with your instructor prior to visiting.

REVIEW #2B -  MON 2/14:  INTERIM REVIEW #1 – TWO DESIGN PROPOSALS
· concept statement

· research board(s)

· two different design schemes documented both on boards and in Power Point on CD.  One can be more well developed than the other. The well-developed scheme must include site plans, plans, sections, elevations, perspective sketches, and a site model.  Your drawings should include not only the architectural spaces (including sample furniture arrangements and actual human beings) but also all outdoor open spaces as well.   Show your designs for landscape treatment.

A concept statement that drives your design.  The concept is the main idea influencing the steps taken and decisions made during a project's design phase.   Maximum 2-3 sentences. 

A site plan must show all roads, parking, destination access, service, and site features. 

Your healing garden should be designed based upon the research and design recommendations in Cooper Marcus and Barnes, Healing Gardens and/or in related literature. No ordinary garden will do!

REVIEW #6 - MON 5/2:  FINAL REVIEW 

Your final requirements include:

· concept statement

· site analysis

· research board

· 1/8” site plan    

· 1/4” concept plans/floor plans

· sections

· elevations

· interior perspectives

· 1/8” 3D model

· CD Power Point presentations

Be sure to show the following areas in detail:

· 1/4” main lobby and other public areas 

· 1/4” key “front-stage” spaces that you would like to show in a prospective brochure 

· 1/4” “back-stage” spaces that support staff would use 

· 1/4” healing garden and any other outdoor spaces

All boards must be 20” x 20” (or 24” x 24”).
All CD Power Point presentations documenting each phase of your work must be submitted to your TA at 1:30 p.m. on Wednesday immediately following the project due date. CD’s submitted after that time and date will drop your grade 20 points per studio class day (anytime after 1:30 on Wednesday – minus 20 points; anytime after 1:30 on Friday – minus 40 points.)  Each image must be labeled clearly and saved as a JPEG file; and each CD must be labeled with students’ names, project assignment, and date.  Keep a high-resolution electronic copy for your records in PSD format.  Check your CD to ensure that it opens properly on both Macintosh and IBM computers.  CD’s that can not be opened will be returned and your grade will be dropped accordingly, 20 points per studio class day.

Some tips:

What you choose to draw reveals what you think is important.  Is there one drawing or model, one place in the building, one element that best conveys your thoughts on the entire project?  Have you created or discovered one thing in your project that is beautiful, inspired, moving, or powerful?  Be sure to show it to us!

Some essentials for graphic communication:

· Ground plans must extend to show the buildings nearby.  

· Sections must extend to show the buildings nearby, and the ground plane outside.

· Orient all drawings so that north is up.  

· Label each drawing clearly.

· Drawings and models should speak for themselves and require no verbal explanation.

Some essentials for effective team-work:

· If you have to miss class, be sure to contact your team-mates ahead of time via e-mail and/or phone and let them know your whereabouts and why...Don't be a "missing person."  

· Leave your work in studio so that your team mates can find it.

· Do your best to contribute fully to your team and divide the work equitably.
